Attach the siren driver to the mounting bracket before installing.

2. Install the mounting bracket and siren driver by pushing through the air flow cut-outs on the vehicle's

underside, and by hanging the bracket by the cross member near its centerline.

Locate the siren clamp bracket assembly behind the vehicles cross member

Thread the 5/16" hex bolts from the front into the clamp bracket assembly.

Push the Twinsonic horn thru the air flow cut-outs on the vehicle underside. Position the horn over the mouth

of the driver and thread on the siren tip.

6. Position the entire assembly vertically and tighten the two hex bolts.
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
